And more tnan thal 1T p.lywl & Ll.gnlillicant Lart in
the democratic struggle waged by the working class in Iran ana zll cver the
world. Throughout the 1life of the Republic a stronz friendship and co-opera-
tion with the neighbouring nations existed, especially Azerbaijanian and
Soviet People.

American imperialism incited the reactionary Iranian regime to wage a militzry campa:i
against democratic governments in Azerbaijan and Kurdistan by Mid-December 1946, and they
were subsequently most brutaliy'suppressed. More than 15,000 cemocrats were massacred in
Azerbajan and Kurdistan. Kurdish leaders were publicly hanged by the shah on 30 March, 1947.

Kurdish people went on struggling to overthrow the shah and his reactionary-pro-imperialis
regime for many years and played an active part in the Great Iranian Revolution of 1978-79.
We supported the Revolution from the very begining, as it was a victory over dictatorship,
U.S. imperialism and foreign domination. More than four years has passed since the victory
of the revolution and yet many fundazmental issues/zgghs%?lﬁuﬁgéggv %eggéo%b the reluctance,
unclear policy and even retreat and surrender of the ileadership Lo the reacticnary-pro-inpe:
